At present the maximum size of booking is 2 courts for 2 hours. We want to make sure we can 
accommodate all requests as close as possible. If we have additional space, once all requests have been 
accommodated, we will attempt to increase the size of your booking if you have indicated you would like 
us to. 
 
Due to unknown demand we will ask all applicants to give us a first, second and third choice booking 
slots. The College will make every attempt to accommodate as many first choice options as possible, 
however there only four courts and this may not be possible. 
 
We have split the year into three blocks of four months in which to customers may block book. The first 
booking period will cover January, February, March & April 2009. The summer block of May, June, 
July & August will be available at a significantly lower price. Details will be sent out to all users in due 
course. 
 
Court fees have to be paid in full before the commencement of any block booking. 
 

Remember maximum booking is 2 hours on 2 courts.
